Fundraising Committee – Dena Noe
· Noe reviewed GPTN Fundraising Obligation report. Nothing new from last month’s report.

· Noe stated that Give to Lincoln day is soon.  Funds go through the Nebraska Trails Foundation which is a 501(c)3.  Publicity has gone out and some donations are already received.  The amount raised is matched by the Jayne Snyder Fund.

· The Board discussed a potential trail extension project.  Many details yet to be determined.

· Update on LB 716 - Mary Torell stated that LB 716 passed and is effective 07/20/2016.  Mary also mentioned that the City of Lincoln may try to mirror what LB 716 states so that the laws and regulations are consistent between State and City.  There is a need for education on LB 716 to the Lincoln Police Department.

Public Relations Committee – Steve Dunbar

· Steve Dunbar noted the following public events that included GPTN participation: 1) KZUM program Our Town; 2) Hartley School Bicycle Rodeo; 3) N Street Celebration 

· Steve Dunbar, Gary Bentrup and Matt Baumeister met with representatives from the City of Lincoln Street, Parks and Planning Departments regarding the mobile app for the Lincoln Trails.  The prototype app is progressing nicely.  Features of the mobile app were discussed.  Suggestions include water fountains, public restrooms (including if open or closed), current updates on trail conditions, mileage between two points and location  of public art.  Send Steve suggestions for additional features.

· Steve Dunbar asked to add Kurt Elder from the City of Lincoln Planning Department to the June Board agenda.  Kurt will demonstrate the trails mobile app prototype and receive input from the Board.  Noe will ask Hirsch to include in the June agenda.

· Noe mentioned that GPTN had previously participated in Streets Alive and inquired if the Board wished to continue.  The event is scheduled for September 25, 2016.
